Nongbon New Life Church was started nearly 30 years ago by Kamsorn with 

the help of an English missionary Peter Elks.  Kamsorn, right from the very 

first shared his new found faith with those around him and his brother Pawn 

and friend Sukiet also did the Bible lessons by correspondence with him.  For 

a start it was mainly children and teenagers who believed and then Kamsorn 

prayed for some adults and many of his Aunts, Uncles and older cousins start-

ed to believe.  Kamsorn is a ‘Person of Peace’ who resulted in a large group of 

people believing because of his witness.  The church originally consisted of 

mainly Kamsorn’s relatives and even today, most of the adults in the church 

are close relatives.  After I married Kamsorn, and we completed our Bible 

training together at Bangkok Bible College we have together been pastoring 

the Nongbon New Life Church together for over 20 years. 

Nongbon is in North East Thailand, the poorest part.  Because it is on a plat-

eau with no irrigation available only one rice crop a year is possible as op-

posed to 3 in Central Thailand.  There are two main people groups in Nong-

bon – the Kui people and the Northern Khmer people, both of whom are un-

reached people groups.  The North Eastern Thai in surrounding areas, are also 

an unreached people group. The province of Buriram in which Nongbon is 

situated, is 0.175 percent Christian.  People who seek to become a Christian 

all face very strong opposition from their family and only the very strongest 

are able to overcome this.  Buddhism, the majority religion permeates all 

parts of life and people are made to join in with the various ceremonies and 

again only the very strongest are able to stand against this.  Animism is mixed 

with Buddhism in Thailand and every house has a spirit house (I have seen 

some poor families who build their house in stages because of a lack of funds, 

splash out on an elaborate spirit house for a start), all cars have a Buddhist 

image and many people wear amulets.  The presence of evil spirits is very 

obvious and oppressive and the Thai live in fear of displeasing them. 

Despite much evangelism over the last few years, the Thai church still re-

mains very small.  Christianity is seen as the Westerner’s religion and ‘to be 

Thai is to be Buddhist.’  Nongbon church has a core group of very strong 

Christians who are living their life in obedience to the Bible and sharing their 

faith both through words and actions.  Despite this, the growth of the church 

is very small. Please pray for our friends, relatives and neighbours in Nongbon 

that when God speaks to their heart they will listen and be bold enough to 

respond.
